2. PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

Chairman Edds opened the Public Comment Period to entertain comments from
any citizens wishing to address the Board. The following individual came
forward:

e Todd Paris provided the Board with a handout and referenced the new
signs proposed for |-85. Mr. Paris personally did not like the sign and
asked the Board to consider another design. Mr. Paris also mentioned the
Master Plan Concept for the West End Plaza (WEP). Mr. Paris did not
favor spending an estimated $5 million for a conference center at the WEP
and asked the Board to not move forward with the plan at this time.

Lastly, Mr. Paris said he heard the sports complex came in way over
budget and he encouraged the Board to be careful with its spending.

With no one else wishing to address the Board, Chairman Edds closed the Public
Comment Period.

3. QUASI-JUDICIAL HEARING FOR PCUR 02-16: TUCKER

Chairman Edds read the Chairman’s Speech (Exhibit A) and declared the public
hearing for PCUR 02-16 to be in session. Chairman Edds said the hearing would
focus on an application submitted by David Tucker to allow for a grading and
hauling business on Tax Parcel 606-051 located at 4725 Long Ferry Road.

The Clerk swore in those wishing to provide testimony in the case.

Planner Franklin Gover presented the Staff Report (Exhibit B) and a power point
(Exhibit C) as he discussed the application background and request. Mr. Gover
said in 2011, the Board of Commissioners voted to approve a rezoning at 4725

Long Ferry Road. The property is owned by Patricia Jordan of Chapel Hill. Mr.
Gover reported PCUR 01-11 rezoned Tax Parcel 606 051 from Rural Agricultural
(RA) to Commercial, Business, Industrial with a Conditional Use District (CBI-
CUD) to allow a funeral home with conditions. After obtaining approval, the
applicant decided not to pursue development of a funeral home and made no
changes to the property. The property is .94 acres outside of the street right-of-
way and has an existing 2,720 square foot structure. According to the Rowan
County Tax Assessors Office the existing structure was built in 1985 as a
convenience store.

David Tucker requests the current CBI-CUD at 4725 Long Ferry Road be
modified to allow for a grading and hauling business with parking for up to five (5)
dump trucks. A conditional use district is specific to the requested land use and
any change is subject to the same rezoning process.

Mr. Gover highlighted the Zoning Criteria, as well as the Conditional Use
Evaluation Criteria contained in the Staff Report (Exhibit B).

Procedurally, Staff recommended that the Board adopt a Statement of
Reasonableness to address any claims of spot zoning. A Statement of
Consistency is also necessary to address the relationship between the request
and any applicable county adopted plans prior to making a decision to approve or
deny the request.

Mr. Gover said the Planning Board considered the request on June 27, 2016 and
no one spoke in opposition to the request. The Planning Board voted
unanimously (6-0) to recommend approval subject to the following conditions and
statement:

Condition: Supplemental screening to be placed in areas where existing
screening is insufficient.

Statements of Consistency:

1. The request is consistent with the Eastern Rowan Land Use Plan, Area
Two. The plan recognizes instances of existing rural, commercial and
industrial uses along recognized thoroughfares.

2. The plan is consistent with and falls well within the estimated traffic
capacity of 11,300 average vehicles per day provided in the NCDOT's
Comprehensive Transportation Plan.

3. The CBI District was created in 2011 and there are existing CBI-CUD
zoned parcels adjoining and nearby the subject property located at 4725
Long Ferry Road.

4. There is no potential impact on facilities such as utilities, schools, roads.

Statements of Reasonableness:
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. The zoning request for property at 4725 Long Ferry Road is comparable

and consistent with the Eastern Rowan Land Use Plan, Area Two.

The request is compatible and reasonable with the mixture of residential
and several CBI-CUD zoned parcels.

There does not appear to be any benefit to this request at the expense of
the surrounding community.

The planned use compares to the varying mixed uses surrounding and
within reasonable proximity of the area.

Commissioner Klusman questioned the speed limit for the area and Mr. Gover
said 45 mph.

The following individual was sworn and came forward to address the Board:

The applicant David Tucker replied to an inquiry from Commissioner
Pierce. Mr. Tucker said there would be no work going on other than office
work during the day. Mr. Tucker said the trucks would leave in the
mornings and return at the end of the day to park.

With no one else wishing to provide testimony in the case, Chairman Edds
closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Pierce moved the development of the property in
accordance with the proposed conditions will not materially endanger the
public health or safety.

FACT: Compliance with the terms and conditions of the approved
driveway permit ensures the proposed entrance will offer safe access for
both site visitors and passersby.

FACT: On March 12, 1998, North Carolina Department of Environment
and Natural Resources issued a Letter of No Further Action for the site
after analytical results for both soil and groundwater were found to be
‘non-detect’ and that the contamination release no longer posed a threat
to human health and the environment.

The motion was seconded by Commissioner Klusman and passed
unanimously.

Commissioner Pierce moved that the development of the property in
accordance with the proposed conditions will not substantially injure the
value of adjoining or abutting property, or that the development is a public
necessity, and;

FACT: No material evidence was presented suggesting this request would
injure property values.
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The motion was seconded by Commissioner Greene and passed
unanimously.

Commissioner Pierce moved that the location and character of the
development in accordance with the proposed conditions will be in general
harmony with the area in which it is located and in general conformity with
any adopted county plans.

FACT: The existing commercial structure has been part of the High Rock
Lake/Long Ferry Rd community since 1985 and is adjacent to several
commercial structures that were rezoned to CBI-CUD in October 2005
(Case File — PCUR 03-05).

FACT: This rezoning ensures the property will be limited to a grading and
hauling office use with parking for up to 5 dump trucks.

FACT: The proposed grading and hauling business is classified in Section
21-216 of the Rowan County Zoning Ordinance as a Group 3 land use
and would require Type A screening along the rear property line to provide
adequate buffering between the use and the mobile home community
(Group 2).

The motion was seconded by Commissioner Klusman and passed
unanimously.

Commissioner Greene moved approval of the Statements of Consistency

as follows:

1. The request is consistent with the Eastern Rowan Land Use Plan, Area
Two. The plan recognizes instances of existing rural, commercial and
industrial uses along recognized thoroughfares.

2. The plan is consistent with and falls well within the estimated traffic
capacity of 11,300 average vehicles per day provided in the NCDOT'’s
Comprehensive Transportation Plan.

3. The CBI District was created in 2011 and there are existing CBI-CUD
zoned parcels adjoining and nearby the subject property located at
4725 Long Ferry Road.

4. There is no potential impact on facilities such as utilities, schools,
roads.

Commissioner Pierce seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Greene moved approval of the Statements of

Reasonableness as follows:

1. The zoning request for property at 4725 Long Ferry Road is
comparable and consistent with the Eastern Rowan Land Use Plan,
Area Two.
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2. The request is compatible and reasonable with the mixture of
residential and several CBI-CUD zoned parcels.

3. There does not appear to be any benefit to this request at the expense
of the surrounding community.

4. The planned use compares to the varying mixed uses surrounding and
within reasonable proximity of the area.

The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pierce and passed unanimously.

Commissioner Pierce moved to approve the request to modify the CBI-CUD
District on Parcel 606051. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Greene
and carried unanimously.

Commissioner Pierce moved, Commissioner Greene seconded and the motion to
approve PCUR 02-16 passed unanimously.

4. PUBLIC HEARING - PROPOSED LAND SALES TO AMREP, INC. AND
BOWTIE PROPERTIES

Economic Development Director Robert Van Geons reported that Amrep, Inc., a
California-based manufacturer of garbage trucks and specialty trucks for the
waste management industry, submitted an offer of $105,000 to purchase
approximately 4.75 acres of county-owned land off Julian Road.

If the land sale is approved, the Company plans to build a 30,000 square foot
production facility on the site. Amrep estimates it will invest approximately $1.5
to $2 million dollars in construction and equipment for this new project. The
Company also plans to create 20 new jobs in the first year and an additional 20
jobs within 2 to 3 years.

In additional to the proposed land sale, the Rowan County-based Bowtie
Properties has made an offer to purchase 10.68 acres in Speedway Business
Park. Bowtie Properties is offering $105,000 for the property. If approved, the
Company plans to build facilities for its subsidiary, Makson Incorporated. The
facilities would consist of a 20,000-22,000 square foot warehouse and a 30,000
square foot corporate headquarters. Makson currently employs 90 people and
plans to hire another 60-75 over the next 5 years.

Mr. Van Geons discussed the projected revenue for each company.

In closing, Mr. Van Geons highlighted the following information:
e Rowan County would immediately benefit from the sale of land to both
companies - approximately $210,000
e Amrep’s project will generate approximately $99,000 in new property tax
revenue over the next 10 years
e Both projects would create over 100 new jobs
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» Bowtie/Makson’s project would more than double this projected tax
revenue
* Over 15 acres of idle property would be developed

Chairman Edds opened the public hearing to receive citizen input regarding the
proposed land sales. With no one wishing to address the Board, Chairman Edds
closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Klusman moved to approve the sale of 4.75 acres and portions of
parcel 402C003 and 402090 of county-owned land to Amrep for $105,000. The
motion was seconded by Commissioner Pierce and carried unanimously.

Commissioner Klusman moved the assignment of property from Amrep to Bowtie
Properties for 10.68 acres of county-owned land in Speedway Business Park for
$105,000. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Pierce and passed
unanimously.

5. CONSIDER RIGHT OF FIRST REFUSAL FROM RSSS FOR PROPERTY
LOCATED AT 515 S. CLAY STREET

Eric Nianouris with Rowan-Salisbury School System (RSSS) said the Board of
Education declared the property at 515 S. Clay Street as surplus at its meeting
on June 30, 2016. The property is .87 acres and was formerly used by RSSS
Maintenance Department as an office/warehouse space. Mr. Nianouris said the
property was being presented to the Board of Commissioners as right of first
refusal.

Commissioner Pierce said he was familiar with the property and did not really
see any benefit for the County to purchase the property.

Commissioner Pierce moved, Commissioner Greene seconded and the vote to
waive the right of first refusal passed unanimously for the property located at 515
S. Clay Street.

6. DISCUSSION REGARDING MASTER PLAN CONCEPTS FOR WEST END
PLAZA

Chairman Edds said during regular session on August 1, 2016 the Board
received a presentation from ADW Architects regarding Master Plan Concepts
for the West End Plaza (WEP). The Board delayed a decision as to a preferred
concept until the August 15, 2016 meeting. Chairman Edds then opened the
floor for discussion.

Commissioner Caskey asked if funds were available for the roof repairs to the
Belk’s building. Mr. Church said the County had some of the funds but probably
not the exact amount. Mr. Church said staff would find a way to take care of the
project if the Board wished.
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Commissioner Pierce recommended using the funds from the sale of $210,000 of
property in the previous agenda item.

Commissioner Pierce said he had reviewed the Master Plan and there were
grounds for compromise. Commissioner Pierce said roofing repairs needed to
take place to make the building structurally sound. Commissioner Pierce also
suggested holding a work session to determine a finished product with regards to
the WEP.

Commissioner Caskey agreed with Commissioner Pierce’s recommendation to
start the process for the roofing repairs to get the project moving.

Bob Lauer, Managing Principle of ADW Architects, came forward to answer any
questions the Board might have.

Chairman Edds asked how ADW would be affected if the Board made its
decision now or later as to which concept to pursue. Mr. Lauer responded ADW
was close to the end of what the firm was commissioned to do and the Board’s
decision did not affect the firm in terms of scheduling.

Commissioner Klusman questioned the cost of repairing the roof. Mr. Lauer
estimated the cost with an inflationary factor to be approximately $1.47 million,
which he said included both ends of WEP. Mr. Lauer said the Belk's building
would reasonably be 60% of the figure.

A brief discussion ensued regarding the roofing on various sections of the WEP.

Commissioner Pierce moved to have the County Manager go out for engineering
on the Belk’s roof and include Facilities Management Director Don Bringle to
inspect the roofing at the other end for its longevity. Commissioner Caskey
seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Commissioner Caskey asked if the Board should schedule a work session to
determine which Master Plan Concept to pursue. Commissioner Pierce
suggested the Board wait until the roof prices came in and the Commissioners
were agreeable to the suggestion.

7. CONSIDER APPROVAL OF CONFERENCE ROOM AT AIRPORT
Commissioner Pierce said discussions had been held for the past six (6) years
pertaining to the lack of conference room space at the Rowan County Airport
(Airport).

Commissioner Pierce felt a new conference room would go a long way in
servicing the corporate clientele.
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Commissioner Pierce moved to approve the plan for the conference room to be
added to the Airport as suggested by Architect Bill Burgin's drawings included in
the agenda packet. Commissioner Caskey seconded the motion.

Commissioner Klusman questioned the size and cost of the conference room.

Commissioner Pierce responded that Mr. Burgin had provided a rendering and
said if the County budgeted $150,000 he felt it would take care of building the

conference room.

Commissioner Pierce said the Airport Advisory Board (AAB) had submitted the
information for the Board as a recommendation to consider during its budget
process. Commissioner Pierce felt monies coming in from the sales tax set aside
for economic development could be used for the project.

Chairman Edds said there were a lot of businesses that come in that would like
to have a place to meet. Chairman Edds said he would like to have a chance to
look at the project and have the County Manager, Airport Director Thad Howell
and Mr. Burgin meet to solidify the price of a new conference room.

Chairman Edds agreed with Commissioner Pierce that the conference room
would be a great addition for the County and provide a space that could be used
for economic development. Chairman Edds said Economic Development
Director Robert Van Geons could hold recruiting meetings at the Airport and
could also probably assist the County with the design.

Commissioner Pierce repeated the motion as authorizing the County Manager,
Thad Howell, Bill Burgin, any Commissioner, any AAB member and Mr. Van
Geons to meet and get input as to what a final design would be and to get a price
to bring back to the Board. Commissioner Klusman seconded the motion.

Commissioner Greene asked if extending the conference room was needed and
was it where the County really wanted prospects to go if the County was trying to
lure the business in.

Mr. Howell came forward and shared how popular and common it was for
executives to fly in, hold their meetings and fly right back out.

Upon being put to a vote, the motion on the floor passed unanimously.

8. DISCUSSION REGARDING EQUIPMENT FOR SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT
Commissioner Caskey said the Board had previously approved for the Sheriff to
sell a Thompson sub-machine gun. Commissioner Caskey said once the gun
was sold, the Sheriff planned to use some of the funds to purchase active
shooter vests, helmets, riot shields and AR 15 signs. Commissioner Caskey
reported that had been a “hang up” with selling the gun; however, he felt at some
point the weapon would be sold some of the funds would be available.
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Commissioner Caskey said with all the active shooter situations happening
around the country, he felt there were some items the deputies needed.

Commissioner Caskey provided a handout and reviewed the updated information
with the quantities and types of equipment that would be purchased.

Sheriff Kevin Auten came forward and explained the vests and helmets would be
interchangeable and not fit just one (1) officer. Sheriff Auten said the ballistic
helmet would have a long shelf life; however, the vests would wear out quicker.

Commissioner Caskey moved to forward the money to the Sheriff's Department
to purchase the ninety-five (95) combination of vests and helmets and thirty (30)
riot shields, 100 round magazines and 3,000 rounds of ammo: and if the
Thompson machine gun is sold, the funds would be returned to the County. The
motion was seconded by Commissioner Pierce.

Chairman Edds questioned the delay with selling the gun and Sheriff Auten
responded the gun was a specialty item and some paperwork needed to be
transferred.

Ms. Heidrick questioned whether asset forfeiture funds could be appropriated
with the understanding that when the machine gun was sold those funds could
be replaced. Commissioner Caskey was agreeable to amend the motion to
reflect the request to use asset forfeiture funds. Ms. Heidrick said there would be
no delay and there would be a budget amendment ready for the next
Commission meeting.

Upon being put to a vote, the motion on the floor passed unanimously.

9. REVISED 2016 PROCUREMENT POLICY

County Manager Aaron Church presented the Board with a revised 2016
Procurement Policy. Mr. Church highlighted the revisions and stated the
recommendation for changing the policy was to reflect statutory changes and to
increase the purchase order amount to make the purchasing process easier for
department directors.

Following a brief discussion, Commissioner Pierce moved to approve the 2016
Revised Procurement Policy. The motion was seconded by Commissioner
Greene and passed unanimously.

Mr. Church presented the proposed changes as follows:

* Exemption from RFP and formal procedures for securing A & E Services, N.C.G.S. 143-64.32.
* Ifdesign fee is estimated less than $3650,000, above procedures may be waived: By the
Board of County Commissioners in compliance with NCGS 143.-64.31

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Exemption must be granted by the County’s governing board.If the design fee is estimated

= Requests must be approved by the Department Director.

=  Single-prime bidding optional at any threshold.

The Purchasing Process

Purchase orders shall be issued for all purchases $366-1,000 and over for all apparatus, supplies, materials
and services. County Departments are to obtain a written purchase order BEFORE ordering. While it is
the responsibility of the Department Director to determine if funds are available in the appropriated
departmental line-item before the request to purchase goods or services is approved, the written purchase
order documents this process and protects against the inability to pay an invoice when presented due to the
lack of available funds. Written purchase orders are processed by the Finance Department and encumber
the needed funds until the invoice is received and payment is made.

The following items represent types of disbursements which DO NOT require a purchase order:

e Utility bills (telephone, electricity, water, natural gas, etc.)

Travel reimbursement for employees

Public assistance payments (AFDC Initial Payments) Foster Care, etc.)
School health and prenatal payments

Physician/hospital and veterinarian billings

Withholding taxes and other payroll deductions

Reimbursement of Petty Cash accounts

Purchases under $3661.000

Purchase Levels
Purchases within the following increments must meet the stated requirements:

Under $30601,000, no formal requirements.

$366-1,000 and above, purchase order required.
o $15,000 - $2989,999, three informal written quotes. Quotes are to be forwarded to the
Finance Department.

y -

e $3090,000 and up will be governed by G.S. 159, 143-129 & 131. whichrequires-advertising
and-threeformal-bids—Specifications are to be prepared and submitted to the Purchasing
Agent for approval and the bidding process.

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e Do not divide order to circumvent the above guidelines.
e Any purchase or construction contract over $30,000 is required to be approved by the Board
of Commissioners. This does not include service contracts.

Purchase Orders

All purchases for apparatus, supplies, materials, and other goods $366-1,000 and over must be submitted
for issuance of a purchase order BEFORE purchased. If the purchase was not made by a purchase order,
the invoice will be returned to the Department Director and the approval of the Finance Director will be
necessary before payment is made. If not approved by the Finance Director, the Department Director
and/or the employee who made the actual purchase will be personally liable for the payment (G.S. 159-

28(e).

Blanket Purchase Orders

A blanket purchase order is used to make repetitive purchases from a single vendor over a period
of time. The blanket order establishes an initial encumbrance amount which cannot be exceeded.
The use of the blanket purchase order must be authorized by the Purchasing Agent.

e The blanket order is processed in exactly the same manner as a purchase order.
¢ No single purchase on the blanket order can exceed $3661.000.

Informal Bids or Quotes
Informal bids or quotes are distinguished from formal bids by the following:

Construction or repair work with expenditure of $530,000.00 to $366499,000.00 and purchase or
lease-purchase of apparatus, supplies, materials, or equipment when expenditures of $5,000.00 to
$36.66089,999.00 are involved.

The Purchasing Agent, with the approval of the County Manager, is authorized to declare any one
item or group of items as surplus property owned by Rowan County and valued at less than
$5;10,000.00, to set its fair market value, to sell it or exchange it for a comparable item, and to
convey title to the property on behalf of the County.

10. FINANCIAL REPORT

Finance Director Leslie Heidrick provided a power point as she reviewed various
revenue and expenditure graphs showing comparisons for 2014 through 2017.
Ms. Heidrick pointed out the closeness of the figures for the month of July.

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Ms. Heidrick said the final accounting period for the fiscal year was known as the
13" period, which extended past June. This period, according to Ms. Heidrick,
stayed open until the books were closed after the audit during the last week of
September and into October.

In looking at revenue, Ms. Heidrick said in the 13" period last year, the County
received $10,900,000 with more than half of that as sales tax. Ms. Heidrick said
the County was on track for a good year.

Ms. Heidrick discussed property taxes. Ms. Heidrick explained that money
received in June for property taxes was put on the general ledger in July. Ms.
Heidrick said the County ended the current year with property taxes at $77.4
million or $2.5 million greater than budget. Ms. Heidrick said the County, and
especially the tax department, had been very conservative with property tax
revaluation.

Ms. Heidrick shared that sales tax had been consistently higher than prior years.
According to Ms. Heidrick, sales tax for the months represented against the prior
year showed an increase by roughly $1.5 million.

In response to a question by Commissioner Pierce, Ms. Heidrick responded by
saying the County was trending upward with the economy in Rowan County.

11. CONSIDER APPROVAL OF BUDGET AMENDMENTS
Finance Director Leslie Heidrick presented the following budget amendments for
the Board's consideration:
